Attached is a Plaza Activity / Event application along with supporting documentation for Plaza
events from Roger Ruthhart for the Rock Island Grand Prix on Saturday and Sunday,
September 4, 2021 and September 5, 2021 from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on Saturday and 8:00
a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on Sunday.

This is the 26™ year of the Xtream Rock Island Grand Prix powered by Mediacom.

City streets will need to be closed beginning at 5:00 p.m. on Friday, September 3. Streets can
be re-opened early Monday morning on September 6.

Streets to be closed are 2", 3 and 4" Avenues between 17" and 20" Streets. Fourth
Avenue will be closed at 24" Street for ease of detour, but will be open to local traffic to 20™
Street. Also closed will be 17", 18" 19" and 20" Streets north of 5" Avenue and south of 15t
Avenue.

Organizers have also requested the use of a portion of Parking Lot C from Wednesday,
September 1 through Monday, September 6 for the storage of equipment.

The only impact on the Plaza will be the closing of 18" Street south of 2" Avenue and 19t
Street from 2"¢ Avenue south.

The Grand Prix is requesting the waiver of the $35 permit fee since the event results in a
substantial positive economic impact for the city.

The certificate of insurance is attached.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that Council approve the event and requests for the Rock Island Grand

Prix event, including all street closures and use of Parking Lot C, and approve the waiver of
the permit fee.

Dear City Officials,

The Xtream Rock Island Grand Prix powered by Mediacom is the world’s largest and safest go kart street
race. This is the 26™ year it has been held on the Saturday and Sunday of Labor Day Weekend—
September 4-5, 2021.

The event reqmres closing off city streets at 5 p.m. Friday, September 3 and they will be reopened early
Monday morning, Sept. 6. Streets to be closed are Second, Third and Fourth Avenues between 17" and
20% Streets (Fourth Avenue will be closed at 24™ St. for ease of detour but open to local traffic to 20™
Street.) Also closed will be 17%, 18%, 19 and 20" Streets north of Fifth Avenue and south of First
Avenue. This permit also requests the use of a portion of Parking Lot C from Wednesday, Sept. 1 through
Monday, Sept. 6 for the storage of equipment.

The only real impact on the Plaza is the closing of 18™ Street south of Second Avenue and 19® Street
from Second Avenue south. Rock Island Police have an existing Operations Plan for the event. Rock
Island Fire will provide ambulance service at a cost agreed to with the city manager and fire chief. We
will work with Downtown Director Jack Cullen to inform downtowns businesses about the event.

Once again this year food vendors will be managed by US Food King. Euclid Beverage is a sponsor of
the event and we are currently seeking a Rock Island liquor license holder to handle beer sales. Both will
deal directly with the necessary city departments. The Grand Prix has a long track record of benefit to the
community and working with its downtown neighbors. Because of the large positive economic impact the
event has on the city, we ask that any permit fees be waived.

We are happy to answer any questions you may have, but look forward to working with various city
departments as we have over the past 26 years.

Notification to Residents: In the case of applications for new events and/or new routes, the sponsor of said
new event shall notify the residents and/or businesses located along said race route, parade route, or other,
for that specific activity, in writing, at least three (3) weeks prior to City Council consideration. Prior to Council
consideration, sponsor shall notify and obtain written approval or disapproval from the residents and/or
businesses and submit a copy of same to the City Clerk. Any resident and/or business who objects to said
event shall have the opportunity to be heard at the City Council meeting during which time the event is to be

considered.

A copy of your application will be submitted to the Police Department for assistance with any needed
traffic control. All required insurance papers must be attached to this application. Permit cannot be
issued without proof of insurance,
